To provide instruction and advice to visitors on using the canoe safely and to ensure buoyancy
aids are provided and fitted correctly.

To assist with ensuring all areas associated with the canoe safari are maintained to a
satisfactory standard, including horticultural, interpretation and wild areas.

To take payment for the hire of the canoe and buoyancy aids ensuring accurate financial
records are kept for all hires.

To ensure all visitors read and sign the terms and conditions of the loan agreement, ensuring
accurate records are kept for all hires.

To assist in grounds security duties, when required, by clearing the grounds and hides of
visitors at the end of the working day and locking down the perimeter fence.
