About the role

Main tasks 
This summer Martin Mere has a range of activities available for visitors, so this role would involve: 
· Assisting with the running of our “Mere Tun Village” – a living history village that shows how people settled next to wetlands for food, materials, and livelihood. This activity includes a weapons training activity. It takes place every Monday & Tuesday from 12-3pm
· Assisting with the visitor service desk – meeting and greeting visitors on arrival, selling bird food
· Undertaking moth trapping activities, otter talks, and flamingo talks
· Assisting with the running of the canoe safari – giving health & safety talks, fitting buoyancy aids to visitors, ensuring safety and fun of those participating
