Why do we need you?

As a Craft Champion, you will be the main point of contact with families to assist them 
in 
undertaking seasonal crafts. You will ensure the family has all the items they need to 
safely undertake each activity providing assistance if required. You will have the 
support of the Learning team to undertake these sessions and we have plenty of craft 
materials for  you to work with.  

What will you be doing? 

• Providing children with the correct equipment and materials to undertake
      seasonal

craft activities. This will involve taking cash payments for crafts items 
purchased.

• Creating ideas and assisting in the preparation of crafts by re-stocking 
materials,

producing samples for children to view and alerting staff to craft shortages.
• To assist in coming up with none plastic craft ideas for children to undertake
      during their visit to Castle Espie.
• Adhering to WWT procedures, such as Data Protection compliance, Health 
and

Safety etc.
